The Results

Qverall, students finished the JA Business Week
program feeling more confident in their business skills
and understanding:

86% feel prepared to enter the job market, compared to 57% before.

88% feel confident in their job readiness skills, compared to 53% before.

81% are interested in being entrepreneurs, compared o 69% before.

95% believe ethics plays an important role in a business, compared to 77% before.

87% feel comfortable working with people they don't know, or who are not like them, compared to 75% before.
